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GENERAL REGULATIONS FOR SFO AT HÅLAND SCHOOL 
1 Purpose
Skolefritidsordningen is a voluntary play- and activity option for children who need care after school-hours and during school holidays. The offer is for children at Håland school in 1st-4th grade and children with specific needs in 1st-7th grade. Skolefritidsordningen must be run according to Opplæringsloven §13-7 and the general regulations for skolefritidsordning in Sola kommune. The Samarbeidsutvalg (elected board of parents, teachers, politicians etc) functions as a board for the SFO.
2 Ownership
Skolefritidsordningen at Håland school is subjected to the local authority (Kommune) and is a part of the school’s enterprise. It is owned by Sola kommune. 

3 Content 
SFO aims to give the children an experience of security, belonging and fellowship through structured play and activity in accordance with their age, level of functionality and interests.
4 Authority of admission requirements 
The headmaster is responsible for admission of children to the SFO.
5 Admission criteria 
All the children within the specific age group will be offered a position at the skolefritidsordning. For applications outside main deadline, the date for admittance will be agreed in every individual case. (See item 7 Regulations for skolefritidsordning in Sola Kommune). 
6 Period of admittance and resignation
Parents apply for a position at the SFO only once. The child holds this position till it leaves 4th grade or until a resignation is handed in.
The deadline for the application is the 1st of December unless another date is given. Admittance can take place throughout the year. The resignation period lasts 3 months and is effective from the 1st date of the following month. This also applies when applying for a change in position. The resignation must be given in writing.
7 Positions available regarding the timeframe
There are offers for 100% and 60% positions. A full position is 5 days and 3 fixed days position is a 60% position. This also applies to the school’s holidays. 
8 Parental payment
The cost/expenses for a full position: 2800,. NOK,- per month  including. 250 NOK for food.
The cost for 60 % position: 2000 NOK per month, including 100,- NOK for food..

During the school holidays the children must bring their own food to cover one meal.

Kommunestyret (The board for the local authorities) stipulates the rate for parental payment. The cost covers 11 months. The deadline for payment is the 15th of every month. (see item 13 in regulations for skolefritidsordning i Sola kommune. 
9 Play and Activity Area
Skolefritidsorningen has the full disposal of the School’s facilities both inside and outside.
10 Opening hours
Morning hours every day at. 07.30 - 08.15 hours
Monday and Friday at 12.00 - 16:30 hours
Tuesday at. 13.30 - 16:30 hours
Wednesday at. 13.15 - 16:30 hours
Thursday at. 14.00 - 16.30 hours
School holidays at. 07.30 - 16:30 hours
Children must be picked up by 16:30.hours.
During the school holidays children need to be present by latest 09:30 hours.
Christmas Eve, New Years Eve and the Wednesday before  Maunday Thursday, SFO  is open till 12.00 hours
SFO is closed in July. 
SFO has 5 days of preparation time during the year.
11 Absence/Collection
If the child will be absent from the SFO, a written confirmation from the parents or a notification by phone must be given in advance.

When the child is collected at the SFO, one of the members of the staff needs to be informed. In situations in which others persons, and not the parents, will collect the child, SFO needs to be told in advance.
12 Parent  meetings
There will be held at least 1 meeting for the parents during the year at the SFO.

13 Professional confidentiality
The employees at Håland school SFO must keep their professional confidentiality according to the regulations in forvaltningsloven §13 - 13 f. and Opplæringsloven §10-9. (See also attachment 1 in “bestemmelser for skolefritidsordning i Sola kommune”.)

14 Insurance
Accident insurance also applies to school children attending the SFO.
15 Staff situation and leadership
Samarbeidsutvalget (SU) at the school functions as a board for the SFO. The headmaster is the executive and professional leader of the SFO. The staff at the skolefritidsordrning has to be sufficiently large to offer all the children at the SFO a safe attendance and care. The normal average number of staff has to be minimum one adult per 14 children. The headmaster is responsible that the number of staff is justifiable, so that the security at all times is taken care of. The school’s internal control system also applies to the SFO.
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
